Evaluating achievement toward stated
goals is an important ingredient in the
growth process. In 2007 your elder’s pur-
sued four primary goals. Much prayer
went into the selection of these goalsin
an effort to complement our hard work-
ing staff and to address the Great Com-
mission found in Matthew 28:18-20:

18 Then Jesus came to them and said,
“All authority in heaven and on earth
has been given to me. 19Therefore go
and make disciples of all nations, bap-
tizing them in the name of the Father
and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit, 20
and teaching them to obey everything |
have commanded you. And surely I am
with you always, to the very end of the
age.” (NIV)

An earlier article in Crosslight gave some
detail on those goals. Well 2007 is be-

hind us. We marvel at how God works us-

ing the varied gifts and talents he has
distributed among us to achieve the
work he has challenged us with for the
Kingdom and the Great Commission. Be-
low is a listing of our goals for 2007 and
an assessment statement.

Goal #1 Streamline and overhaul the
Elder mentoring program, including
more bible study.

This goal has two phases-improving the
mentoring program for leaders and de-
veloping a deeper bible study lifestyle.

Phase one: Mid year much effort was
given to formulating a plan to help de-
velop leaders including elders at CCC.
We have divided this plan into two parts.
The first part was to determine what we
wanted the end product of our effort to

look like. We have this portion outlined
into topics and sequencing for teaching
these topics. The second part was to de-
velop a teaching curriculum to produce
that product then offer these to selected
candidates. This second part needs final
development in 2008.

Phase two: Much focus has been di-
rected toward getting into the word. We
are presently using E.M. Bound'’s book,
PRAYER, as a study guide to deepen our
understanding of the nature of prayer.
Prayer life must start with knowing God’s
Word. This fact has made us keen to the
need to have the proper prayer life in or-
der to access the blessings God has wait-
ing for us. Time in the Word is essential.
A second beneficial focus in the latter
part of this year has been the 90 day
challenge to read through the bible.
Every reading has potential to bring new
light to questions and spur further re-
search and study to maximize under-
standing. Continued focus on prayer and
bible study is a goal for 2008.

Goal#2 Focus on outreach: i.e,, developing
Timothy's, K.LP., calling, and community

The new energies brought to us by Pas-
tor Tim Lueking and staff regarding out-
reach has helped us gain a better under-
standing, appreciation and desire to
make outreach a growing part of our
lifestyle. We all start someplace in this
category, and God will take us from that
point, to a new level of service from
when we first begun. We have received
many blessings through service and out-
reach in our K.I.P. outreach. Our experi-
ences in Home Fellowship activities gives
us a close circle of special individuals to
place in the category of “family” in an ef-
fort to provide an atmosphere described
in the First Century church. Each presid-
ing elder makes calls on first time visitors
to CCC as well as take Communion to
shut-in attendees. Also, hospital visita-
tion is an important outreach tool. Our
elders are involved with our Missions
Team focus to identify and encourage
new “Timothy’s” as well as maintain our
current “Timothy’s”. We are looking for-
ward to measuring our increased growth
for 2008.

Goal #3 Each elder will be involved with
or lead a home fellowship.

All of the elders are involved at some
level with the home fellowship ministry.
Our prayer for 2008 is that God will open
the doors for each of our home fellow-
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ships to birth one new group for each
one that currently exists. Birthing new
home fellowships presents an opportu-
nity to develop friendships beyond cas-
ual conversation and an opportunity to
develop Kingdom changing lifestyles by
demonstrating Jesus’ brand of love. We
have felt growth in this area and would
like others to have that same satisfaction.

Goal #4 Addressing the church debt
through stewardship emphasis.

Thanks to our staff challenging all of us
here at CCC from the Word in the area of
stewardship, the attendees at CCC have
responded with great generosity. The
goal of $100,000 toward debt reduction
has been surpassed. Praise the Lord. The
word addresses accepting this challenge
in this way:

Mal 3:10-11 — 10 Bring the whole tithe
into the storehouse, that there may be
food in my house. Test me in this,” says
the LORD Almighty, “and see if | will not
throw open the flood gates of heaven
and pour out so much blessing that you
will not have room enough for it. (NIV)

The history of the leadership of CCC has
been one of appreciation and implemen-
tation of the stewardship teachings in
the Scripture. God has extended His
blessing to us for being faithful to those
teachings. Itis a truth, if you depend
upon your efforts and leave God out of
the equation, you will fail: God instructs
us to test Him and he will give us bless-
ings beyond our imagination. (Mal. 3:10)
We trust that promise because we have
seen Him in action, with results which
can only be attributed to Him. We are
looking forward to the great things that
will happen if we continue to seek Him
first and always give Him first place in
our efforts and planning.

“I delivered a unit of donated food to
my dad on Saturday. In October. he
was laid off his job.

He didn’t know that | was bringing
the food to him, so when | walked in
with all that food, he was in absolute
awe. He asked why someone would do
that for him. 1told him that this is what
we, as a church, are about. Being
aware of a need and doing all we can
to meet it. My dad was in church near
his home that next day. PRAISE GOD!”

This is only one of many examples of
people being blessed by the generosity
of God’s people. Everyone who had
ANYTHING to do with Angel Food Minis-
try reached out to families and met a
very basic need.

A huge THANK YOU goes out to every-

We were able to locate 3 duplex
units in Cicero and by God's mighty hand
we closed on the property January 3rd!
We are buying on land contract and have
a 5 year balloon payment, but desire to

be mortgage free with in 2 years! We do
not want to be in debt, but be able to do
more for the Lord. We committed this to
Him and knew that the only way we
could accomplish this was if He walked
ahead, preparing the way! We have 5
renters at the present time with one
opening ($575 per month). By having
the units currently leased we are given
the opportunity to implement our resi-
dential program at our own pace. Our
primary focus over the first year will be to
raise the money to pay off the units so the
rent collected will go into the residential
program rather than paying our mortgage.

Please bathe this project in prayer. If you
should know of anyone looking to rent,
let them know about our opening. For
the first time Mephibosheth will be able
to be outside of the church walls, reach-
ing into the community...sound familiar?

Thousands of uninsured low-income
Hoosiers now have access to the state's
new Healthy Indiana Plan (HIP) which
went into effect January 1, 2008. The
HIP plan that will provide health insur-
ance for uninsured adult Hoosiers 19 to
64 years old whose household income is
22 to 200 percent of the federal poverty
level (FLP) and who are not eligible for
Medicaid. A family of four, for example,
would be eligible if income does not ex-
ceed $41,300; the maximum income
level for a family of two is $27,380. Eligi-
ble participants must be uninsured for at
least 6 months and have no access to
employer provided health care

A person earning above 200% FPL, who
has been uninsured for six-months and
does not have access to health insurance
through their employer may purchase
the plan at full cost, with no subsidy from
the State. Price will vary depending on the
age, gender, and health risk assessment.
