Helping your teen have a consis-
tent time with God is so impor-
tant for their personal relation-
ship with Christ. Here are some
tips to help you start that
process:
1. Schedule atime with God. Plan
a specific time and location for
your time with God. If you wait
until you have time, you never
will. You must make it a priority.
2. Choose the right tools. Having
a good study Bible is very impor-
tant in helping your teen better
understand God's Word. Also,

having an appropriate devo-
tional book can help in studying
the Bible.

3. Prayer isKEY! There are three
parts to teach your teens about
prayer. First, begin by focusing
on who God is. Second, surren-
der to God’s will, not your own
will. Third, ask for daily needs.

4. Don’tjustread the Bible-do
what it says (James 1:22). Make
a list of personal traits (patience,
kindness) or spiritual goals (Wit-
nessing, prayer) you'd like to
work on.

One unit
of food assists in feeding a family of four
for about one week, or a single senior
citizen for almost a month. The food is all
the same high quality one would pur-
chase at a common retailer - not dam-
aged or outdated goods. There is no
limit to the number of units an individual
can purchase, and there are no applica-
tions or qualifications.
