2. Choose the right tools. Having 
a good study Bible is very impor-
tant in helping your teen better 
understand God’s Word.

3. Prayer is KEY! There are three 
parts to teach your teens about 
prayer. First, begin by focusing 
on who God is. Second, surren-
der to God’s will, not your own 
will. Third, ask for daily needs. 

4. Don’t just read the Bible-do 
what it says (James 1:22). Make 
a list of personal traits (patience, 
kindness) or spiritual goals (Wit-
nessing, prayer) you’d like to 
work on.

After an awesome 1st 
session where we served 44 overnight 
campers and a total of 37 day campers, 
our 2nd session started Wednesday morn-
ing as we woke up without water and 
air-conditioning in the conference cen-
ter! God provided us with a beautiful, 
cool evening where we enjoyed true 
Christian fellowship, fishing, and beach 
volleyball. What a joy it was in watching 
the high school Ziba’s catch their first 
fish! We discovered that some of the best 
activities were those that happened on 
the spur of the moment….totally un-
planned and out of our control.

This job required a lot of 
problem solving in order to implement 
the appropriate adaptations in order for 
this individual to work independently.
