Soul Revolution Sermon Series 
“Part 1 – Revolutionary Road” 

Luke 19:1-10 
 

Series Summary 
Have you ever felt like you were at a crossroads in your life? You just didn’t know where to turn 
next? You felt cold, lonely, and like your spirit was in a dry spell? You felt like your prayers 
were just hitting the ceiling and going no further? Maybe you just felt like you wanted to connect 
with God at a deeper level? If so, then you are in need of a Soul Revolution.  

Jeremiah 6:16 – This is what the LORD says: "Stand at the crossroads and look; ask 
for the ancient paths, ask where the good way is, and walk in it, and you will find rest for 
your souls. But you said, 'We will not walk in it.' 

 
The main purpose of this series is to help each individual connect with God at a deeper level and 
to renew a spirit of love, commitment, and devotion within the heart of every believer. As they 
stand at the crossroads, our desire is to help them discover through God’s Word the wisdom, 
courage, and strength to make the right choice to follow God’s path for their life. 
 
Series Big Idea 
 

Big Idea – Live, Love, Leave No Regrets 
What is you could live a life of no regrets from this point forward? What if you could begin 
living life with the right purpose in mind and learn to love all those around you even your 
enemies? God has given every Christian all the tools they will ever need to live a life of no 
regrets yet few Christian’s are using the tools God has given them. Discover what it means to 
live a life of no regrets through this series and begin your “No Regret” lifestyle today! 
 

• What are your regrets? Are you ready to leave them behind and begin 
living for Jesus? 

 
Brief Summary: This is the story of one man, rejected and despised by society whose heart, 
soul and mind was gripped by God. This man was in need of a Soul Revolution and he knew that 
the only place he could find it was through Jesus Christ. Join us as we study the story of 
Zacchaeus, a man who stood at the crossroads and chose to less traveled Revolutionary Road!

A Life Transformed, A Life of No Regrets 
 
Part #1 – A Life in Need of a Soul Revolution 

• Luke 19:1-4 
• Key Point – The main point seen in this text describes the typical person that is living a 

life filled with regrets. They are in desperate need of a “Soul Revolution.” It is possible to 
live from this point forward with no regrets and to take away the pain of your past 
regrets. How do you do this? The answer is found only in Christ and walking with Him 
alone. 

 
Part #2 – The Invitation is Given 
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• Luke 19:5-7 
• Key Point – The main point seen in this text describes the invitation that is given by 

Jesus to every person that He seeks. The invitation is to come to Him with all your heart, 
soul, mind, and strength. It is very clear and concise that He wants you to come to Him 
humbly, willingly, and without delay for salvation is at hand. 

 
Part #3 – A Life is Transformed – The Broken Becomes the Beautiful 

• Luke 19:8-10 
• Key Point – The main point seen here is the most wonderful and beautiful statement 

that can be made about a life in Christ. It is truly transformed and changed. The Broken 
truly becomes the Beautiful in the eyes of God. 

 
Question to Consider 

• What are the regrets that you desire to give over to God? 
 
 
Memory Verse 
Luke 19:10 – "For the Son of Man has come to seek and to save that which was lost." 
 
Challenge 
Soul Revolution Challenge – Take the first step in achieving a Soul Revolution. Take a 
leaf from the foyer and write down one or more regrets that you have in your life and give them 
over to Jesus. Begin fresh today, forgiven, and set on living out God’s desire for your life.
