Truth #1 — Two Gates = Narrow and Wide
e John 10:9
o Acts4:12
e Key Point — The key point that we examine in this text comes to
a very important point in the history of our country. More than ever
before, mankind has invented religion after religion to offer an
alternative to Christianity. All of these religions have one thing in
common: they all end of leading to the same place which is eternal
destruction in hell.

e What are some of the different alternatives the world
offers today? Why is this called the wide path?

Truth #2 — Two Ways = Narrow and Broad

e Key Point — The key point that we examine in this text comes to
a very applicable point in our modern day times. There are over
4300 representations of different religions and denominations in our
culture today and all of them claim to represent one of the many

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ways to get to heaven. Observe that with all of the many ways that have been offered by
mankind, we come back to this point: There is only one way to live for eternity and that is
through Jesus Christ.

e Why has mankind invented so many religions to offer an alternative to
eternity through Jesus Christ?

e Why does Jesus call the path to eternity, “the narrow gate and narrow road”
which few will find?

Truth #3 — Two Destinations = Eternal Life and Eternal Damnation

e Matthew 18:7-9

¢ Romans 5:6-9

e Key Point — The final point comes to us as we examine the ultimate outcome of the two
different destinations. It is interesting to note that no where in this passage of Scripture does it
declare that the “broad path” is advertised as the path that leads to hell. The reality is that all the
religions and different options today that are on the broad path actually advertise that they are
all leading to an eternal life. Many will be deceived and many will be condemned because they
chose to enter through the wide gate.

e Put yourself in the shoes of the average person out in the world today. They are
bombarded by all these choices of religions and they are asked to choose. Help them
answer this question: With so many options today, how can someone be sure
that they are on the right path that leads to eternity?
