Big Idea — Triumph is Here Because Jesus Has Come

| Hosanna: Save Us Now

Matthew 7:1-5 — £"Do not judge, or you too will be judged. 2For in the same way you judge
others, you will be judged, and with the measure you use, it will be measured to you. *Why do
you look at the speck of sawdust in your brother's eye and pay no attention to the plank in your
own eye? *How can you say to your brother, 'Let me take the speck out of your eye,' when all the
time there is a plank in your own eye? 2You hypocrite, first take the plank out of your own eye,
and then you will see clearly to remove the speck from your brother's eye.

Plea of the People #1 — Hosanna: Save us from our Sin
Do not judge, or you too will be judged.
e 1 Peter 2:23-25 — ZWhen they hurled their insults at him, he did not retaliate; when
he suffered, he made no threats. Instead, he entrusted himself to him who judges justly.
ZHe himself bore our sins in his body on the tree, so that we might die to sins and live for
righteousness; by his wounds you have been healed. £For you were like sheep going
astray, but now you have returned to the Shepherd and Overseer of your souls.
Plea of the People #1 — Hosanna: Save us from our Sin

Plea of the People #2 — Hosanna: Save us from Judgment
2For in the same way you judge others, you will be judged,
and with the measure you use, it will be measured to you.

e Hebrews 9:27-28 — #just as man is destined to die once, and after that to face
judgment, £so Christ was sacrificed once to take away the sins of many people; and he
will appear a second time, not to bear sin, but to bring salvation to those who are waiting
for him.

do not need a thing.' But you do not realize that you are wretched, pitiful, poor, blind and
naked. 21 counsel you to buy from me gold refined in the fire, so you can become rich;
and white clothes to wear, so you can cover your shameful nakedness; and salve to put on
your eyes, so you can see. 2Those whom I love | rebuke and discipline. So be earnest,
and repent. ZHere | am! I stand at the door and knock. If anyone hears my voice and
opens the door, I will come in and eat with him, and he with me. 2£To him who
overcomes, | will give the right to sit with me on my throne, just as | overcame and sat
down with my Father on his throne. 2He who has an ear, let him hear what the Spirit says
to the churches.”
